Traversing numerous incarnations from its roadhouse days, Jonah’s has always 
entertained guests with flare. In 2011 Jonah’s welcomes an exciting new team, led by 
Alfonso Alés as Executive Chef who will work alongside talented German-born Sommelier 
Christian Baeppler, who oversees an extensive cellar of 5,000 bottles of rare wines and 
champagnes from around the globe. 
 
Alfonso boasts a stellar career and promises to take Jonah’s diners on a unique culinary 
journey. The Spaniard arrived to Australian shores via some of the world’s best restaurants 
including El Bulli with Ferran Adria, Eugénie-les-Bains with Michel Guérard and Château 
Cordeillan Barges with Thierry Marx. Most recently, Alfonso worked with renowned 
Australian chef Tony Bilson at Bilson’s in Sydney.  
 
Guests can choose to dine in the opulent dining room with heart stopping views of the 
ocean, or for a more relaxed affair, unwind on the Coco Republic styled balcony with a 
glass of champagne and plate of oysters in hand. 
 
The Jonah’s Boutique Hotel offers eleven exquisitely appointed Ocean Retreat Rooms 
including one Executive Retreat Room and Jonah’s Private, a secluded residence adjacent 
to the main lodgings that features a large private balcony, swimming pool and garden. All 
rooms have king size beds and private terraces overlooking the ocean with 180 degree 
views. Limestone bathrooms with Jacuzzi baths are positioned so guests can lie back and 
enjoy the spectacular views. 
 
Now more than 80 years on, guests make the journey to Jonah’s through the bustling 
Sydney metropolis, passing the beachside retreats of the rich and famous. If a trip by 
motorcar doesn’t cut it, guests can arrive at Jonah’s by seaplane. The 12 minute flight from 
Rose Bay showcases breathtaking views of the Northern Beaches peninsula then takes a 
right hand turn at the historic Barrenjoey lighthouse for a water landing in the Pittwater inlet.
